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1. After World War II there was a general belief that aviation would develop fast, and that any city without an airport would be at a disadvantage.

2. In 1948 the City of Perry (Dallas County) Iowa voted in favor of issuing bonds for the purpose of building a municipal airport.

3. Land was purchased from L.D. Frantz, Mrs. Hattie Dodge and Gene Hastie.

4. Location 2-1/2 miles west of Perry on the south side of Highway 141.

5. Dedicated on July 4, 1949.
