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1. December of 2003 saw the complete renovation and modernization of the 

Perry Municipal Airport Terminal.

2. Seventeen (17) hangars are currently available for rental by local pilots.
3. With a runway of 4,000 feet by 74 feet the Perry Municipal Airport will 

accommodate aircraft from very light to medium business size jets and turbo props.

4. Runway lighting is pilot radio activated.  Reil lights in addition to Papi lights assist pilots in landing and taking off from the Perry Municipal Airport.
5. Should your aircraft need fuel while you are in the area of the Perry Municipal 

Airport aviation Jet A Fuel and 100 Low-Lead Fuel are available.

6. If you are flying into the Perry Municipal Airport for a business meeting, shopping or enjoying historical sites in Perry, an airport courtesy car is provided for your use.
7. The Perry Municipal Airport is governed by a five-member commission that

meets on the second Tuesday of each month at 12:30 p.m. at Perry City Hall, 908 Willis Avenue.  Commission members include:
