PEDDLERS, SOLICITORS AND TRANSIENT MERCHANTS

In order to protect residents of the City against fraud, unfair competition and intrusion into the privacy of their homes, the City of Perry requires licensing of peddlers, solicitors and transient merchants.
An application in writing must be filed with the City Clerk or Finance Officer.  This application must include the applicant’s name, social security number, permanent and local address and business address, if any.  The application must also include the applicant’s employer, if any, and the employer’s address, the nature of the applicant’s business, the last three places of such business, a list of any vehicles used in the business and the license plate number of each of the vehicles and the length of time sought to be covered by the license.  This application must be accompanied by a ten dollar nonrefundable application fee.  Each applicant must undergo a background check by the Perry Police Department.
