Water Works
The Perry Water Works Administration Building is located at 1101 W 3rd Street.  The Perry Water Works Plant is located at the corner of W 4th and Warford Streets.

The Perry Water Works bills monthly for the water and sewer usage, storm discharge fee and garbage service fee. Bills are sent out the end of the month and are due by the 20th of the following month.  All accounts are considered delinquent after the 20th of the month in which it is due and a penalty is added to the accounts.     
A $120.00 deposit is required which includes all city services.  This deposit is returned to the customer after a year of good service with no late fees and is credited to the account.  If services are no longer needed in the town of Perry, customers are asked to contact the Perry Water office to disconnect services.  After the meter is read, a final bill will be rendered for the amount due minus the deposit if it has not yet been returned.

The Perry Water Works reserves the right to discontinue service for active accounts that have not paid by the date on the delinquent notice and have not made a payment or have just made minimum payments but are 90 days in arrears.  A monthly delinquent notice will be sent to all tenants and property owner’s where applicable.
The Perry Water Works offers automatic bill pay.  Customers will receive a monthly bill with the wording “To be paid by bank”.  The bill will be deducted from the customer’s bank account on the 20th of the month.
The Perry Water Works Board of Trustees meets on the second Monday of the month at 3 pm at the Perry Water Works Administration Building.  The public is welcome to attend.

Copies of the Annual Drinking Water Quality Report are available at the Water Works Administration Building.

A tapping permit is required for all water services connections to the Perry water system.

Every service must have a curb stop and shut-off for controlling the supply of water.  No one except an employee or person specifically authorized by the Perry Water department may turn on or off water at the outside shut-off or stop box. The curb box and shut-off must be kept in operable condition by the owner of the property.  If the curb stop or shut-off needs repair, the Perry Water Department has the right to clean or repair it without giving notice.  The cost of the repair will be the property owner’s responsibility.

The Perry Water Works or the City of Perry shall not be held responsible for any damages caused by the breaking of any service pipe, water main or fire hydrant.  

The Perry Water Works reserves the right at any time, when necessary, without notice, to shut the water off for the purpose of making repairs or extensions or for other purposes that may arise.
