Public Service Announcement
 
Beginning July 1, 2008, the City of Perry will begin picking up the residential recycle route.  
 
Routes will remain on the same dates, but the City of Perry asks that all residents participating in the curbside recycling program place the bins curbside by 7:00 a.m. on the day of scheduled pickup.
 
The City of Perry will now be sorting the recyclable materials when they are picked up.  To assist in the sorting, residents are asked to either:
 
A)  Layer the Recyclable Materials in the bins – starting on the bottom with newspapers, then mixed paper (including magazines and junk mail), flattened boxboard boxes (such as cereal boxes), aluminum cans (rinsed) and then plastics (#1 to #7 and rinsed) on the top.
 
or
 
B)  Sort the Recyclable Materials in the bins – use plastic grocery bags to separate the newspaper, mixed paper, boxboard boxes, aluminum cans and plastics.
 
As a reminder, the City of Perry Recycle Department does not accept stryofoam, plastic wrap, food boxes with food waste or oil stains, aerosol cans or paint or chemical containers.
 
Flattened cardboard may be brought to the Cardboard Dumpster at the back of the parking lot at the Municipal Building, 908 Willis Avenue.
