Residents that are undertaking pro-

jects involving digging and excavating 

are reminded to call Iowa One Call.  
 

Under Iowa statute if you plan to dig, 

you are required to make the toll-free 

call at least 48 hours before digging.  

The service is free to anyone who re-

quests it. Use of Iowa One Call elimi-

nates the risk of service disruption in 

homeowners and their neighbors 

yards. It also greatly reduces risk of 

severe personal injury and even death. 
 

Before any digging or excavation 

starts, Iowans need to know they 

should first call Iowa One Call by 

simply dialing 811 or 1 -800-292-8989 

to have the utilities marked.

Cityõs Curbside Collection  

Collection of yard waste begins on 
April 7th, 2010.   

All yard waste except tree, bush or 
brush materials are to be placed in 
biodegradable paper yard waste 
bags with a maximum weight of 
forty pounds (40 lb.) and set near the 
street curb in front of the residence 
during the yard waste disposal dates 
for collection and disposal by the 
city.  NO GARBAGE CONTAIN-
ERS, PLASTIC BAGS OR CARD-
BOARD BOXES WILL BE AL-
LOWED.  

All tree, bush and brush materials 
are to be bundled and tied in maxi-
mum lengths of four feet (4') with a 
maximum weight of forty pounds 
(40 lb.) and set near the street curb in 
front of the residence during the 
yard waste disposal dates for collec-
tion and disposal by the city.
