The City of Perry encourages all residents and businesses to recycle.  The recycling process is not just about sorting trash.  Recycling is about decreasing the amount of trash that goes into the landfill, therefore protecting the environment.  Recycling is about buying recycled products, therefore conserving environmental resources.  Recycling is about generating economic growth.  Recycling is worth the effort.

When are the residential recycle blue boxes picked up?

If your garbage is picked up on Monday, your recycle pickup date is Thursday. 

If your garbage is picked up on Tuesday, your recycle pickup date is Friday.

If your garbage is picked up on Thursday, your recycle pickup date is Monday.

If your garbage is picked up on Friday, your recycle pickup date is Tuesday.

When should I put out my blue box?

It is best to put out the recycle boxes the night before to assure prompt pickup.  If you would like to set the box out the morning of the pickup, please have the box out by the front curb line by 8:30 a.m.  
My recycle box did not get picked up!  What should I do?
Please call City Hall at 515-465-2481.  City Hall will relay the message to the Recycle Center.  If you wish, you may take your recyclables to the county recycle trailer located behind the Hy-Vee Store for disposal.
When is the commercial recycle route picked up?

Commercial cardboard is pickup up Monday through Friday.  Commercial white paper and other recyclables are picked up on Wednesdays.  Please call Brian Eiteman at the Recycle Center at 515-465-3092 to set up a commercial recycle schedule.

What materials can I recycle?

The Perry Recycle Center accepts newspaper, envelopes, junk mail, magazines, cereal boxes and other boxboard boxes, any paper product, plastic containers numbers 1 through 7 (clean plastic only please), corrugated cardboard (flattened), aluminum cans (clean cans only please), plastic grocery bags, clear glass (clean glass only please).

Do I have to sort my recyclables?

No.  You may put all recyclables in the blue box without sorting the items.  

I just moved and I don’t have a blue box.  Where do I get one?
The City of Perry provides recycle boxes at no charge to new residents.  These may be picked up at the Perry Water Works Office located at 1101 West 3rd Street.  If you have lost your box or would like a second box, you may purchase one for the low price of $4.00 at the Perry Water Works Office.

I have a lot of cardboard.  Is there a place I can take it?

There is a dumpster at the north end of the City Hall parking lot located at 908 Willis Avenue that is marked “Cardboard Only”.  Residents may dispose of flattened cardboard at this site.
